There were no conference calls. 

The second year of the USDF Youth Dressage Rider Recognition Pin Program.  We currently have 28 

applications (9 new and 19 for their 2nd year) 

Youth Dressage Sport Horse Breeder/Handler Seminar was just held July 1-2, 2017, at DG Bar Ranch in 

Hanford, CA.  This seminar provided participants with two days at DG Bar Ranch, and covered sessions on mare 

and stallion management, the handling of foals and young horses, and the training of young horses from their first 

haltering, to under saddle work as an FEI horse.  The seminar also discussed ideal conformation and movement of 

the dressage sport horse. 

USDF does not have any additional youth sport horse events planned for 2017, and the calendar is not yet set for 

2018-but that is a work in progress! 

Youth Outreach Clinics- (held in conjunction with Jr/YR Clinic Series) Region 4 was canceled- too few
